He does not only want to teach us but also to convince us of the truth, and
show us the future. Jesus says: “When He comes, He will convict the
world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment ...”
‘But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all
truth. He will not speak on his own; He will speak only what He hears,
and He will tell you what is yet to come. He will bring glory to Me by
taking from what is mine and making it known to you.” (John
16:8,13,14)

The Spirit who intercedes for us, guides us in God’s perfect will, but only
according to God’s character. When the Holy Spirit works, you will always
see more of the fruit of the Spirit. Gal. 5:22 explains: “But the fruit of the
Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness and self-control.”

Anything contrary to God'’s character does not come from God. God guides
us in Truth that gives us freedom to move away from the flesh. 2 Cor. 3:17
says: “Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is,
there is freedom.”

Ask God to continually fill you with the Holy Spirit. The Word says: “Do not
get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with
the Spirit.” (Eph. 5:18)

Therefore you “... do not put out the Spirit’s fire.” (1 Thess. 5:19)
“And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with whom you were sealed
for the day of redemption.” (Eph. 4:30)

God walks the path of life with us and changes us through His Spirit. God
says: “l will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; | will
remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh.
And I will put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my decrees and
be careful to keep my laws.” (Ezek. 36:26,27)

Only the Holy Spirit can do this work in you. As God declared it in Zech.
4:6b: “‘Not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,’ says the Lord
Almighty.”

Your natural mind cannot understand what God has freely given you, for:
“What we have received is not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit
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who is from God, so that we may understand what God has freely
given us.” (1 Cor. 2:12)
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
