Come near to God 
and He will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and 
purify your hearts, you who are double-minded.”  
 

When our hearts and lives are submitted to the Victorious One, we are 
destined for victory. “The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of 
the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish 
strongholds. We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets 
itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every 
thought to make it obedient to Christ.” (2 Cor. 10:4,5) 
 

In many ways our minds are the battlefield, especially if we fail and then 
come back to the Lord, in repentance and brokenness. Condemnation can 
prevent us from being open in following the Holy Spirit. Yet Rom. 8:1,2 
says: “Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in 
Christ Jesus, because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life 
set me free from the law of sin and death.”  
 

Be careful not to judge people, for it opens a door to keep us under 
condemnation. Jesus says: “Do not judge, or you too will be judged. For 
in the same way as you judge others, you will be judged, and with the 
measure as you use it will be measured to you.” (Matt. 7:1,2)  
 

Unforgiveness works with judgement to create destruction in our lives. 
Jesus says, “For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your 
heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men 
their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.” (Matt. 6:14,15) 
 

If we have an unforgiving attitude and judgement in our heart, we give satan 
the power which God has given us. Yet, Jesus said: “I have given you 
authority to trample on snakes and scorpions, and to overcome all the 
power of the enemy; nothing will harm you.” (Luke 10:19)  
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Believe and embrace the truth, for then victory and freedom will be yours. 
The Word declares:“Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set 
you free.” (John 8:32)  
 
Remember, He Himself is the Truth.“So if the Son sets you free, you will 
be free indeed.” (John 8:36)
